Blessings for 2026 to all of you from your Kairos leadership team who just took part in 
a Retreat to brainstorm, share ideas and challenges, and to set goals for the new year.  
We are excited to see what God has in store for Kairos of Indiana.  A part of our  
experience centered on prayer and our spiritual growth (which should be the first focus 
of every Kairos meeting and event).  We were reminded of why we do what we do in 
Kairos and in our lives.  As we continue with the same theme for 2026 as we had last 
year, may we always remember that we should do everything we do “as unto the 
Lord”.  We exhibit A Heart to Serve in Humble Obedience - not for our glory, but for 
God’s. 
 

I love how God works to confirm things when we seek His favor.  In church on Sunday, 
the message focused on Ephesians 1:1-14, and our speaker brought to our attention 
some of the very things I heard at the Retreat, though perhaps worded and presented 
a little differently.  From our very beginning, we have followed rules - at home, at 
school, in life - usually because we were told to and if we did certain things, we were 
considered “good”.  But because of God’s grace and because of what He did for us, we 
should do the things that are right because of Who we are serving - NOT man, but God.  
And whether we are serving on a Team, mentoring a young person, going to Prayer and 
Share or SWAP, or heading up a particular committee, we do these things with and for 
others because of what Jesus did for us and because of God’s grace so freely given. 
 

On my January 5th daily calendar, I read this (another confirmation- because that’s the 
way our God works to drive things home sometimes):  “What happens when we only 
give effort in order to cross off a task but disassociate our delight from our effort?  We 
compromise our potential. We can say (and actually make ourselves believe the lie) 
that care is not required to complete a task; however the person who does care and 
delights in that task, completes it in a way that displays the character of God.”  If we 
truly believe and live like we are created in God’s image and are to be like Him, what 
would our actions look like? 
 

So as we begin 2026 with excitement and expectation, let us  
remember to serve with humility, obedience, and diligence.    Let us 
serve with excellence and honor the Kairos Riverbanks, our Statement 
of Faith and Mission and Vision. And may we always remember WHY 
we serve and WHO we serve.

ANNUAL CONFERENCE NEWS 
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The Kairos of IN Executive Committee has voted to approve scholarships for active Kairos volunteers to attend the 
2026 50th Anniversary Annual Conference in Orlando, FL on Thursday, July 23rd (beginning with dinner) through  
Saturday, July 25th conference registration.  Any additional options for conference registration will be at the volunteer's 
expense, payable at time of registration.  Kairos volunteers are responsible for the cost of transportation. 
 

It is important to understand each conference registration is a commitment with the conference hotel for a room and 
food.  Kairos of Indiana is responsible for paying for each registration, even if the registered volunteer does not attend.  
In the past, we have had a number of "no shows" at the conference, and Kairos of Indiana has had to cover the costs 
of each of the registrants who donôt attend.  Therefore, we are once again requiring attendees to submit credit card  
information on the registration form.  If you register and attend the general sessions and the workshops of the  
conference, Kairos of Indiana will pay your registration as the scholarship detailed above.  However, if you register for 
the conference and do not attend, leave the general session of the conference early, or do not cancel your registration 
by the deadline, Kairos Prison Ministry International will charge your credit card for the cost and reimburse Kairos of 
Indiana.  Attendees will be required to sign as to their attendance at the various workshops, and this information will be 
shared with State Chairs.  
 

Each registration must include the conference registration form and the signed credit card authorization form 
to be considered complete and must be submitted by June 12th.  Hereôs the link to the form. 
 

All documents should be sent to Shari Blickman at shariblick@icloud.com or they may be mailed to Kairos of Indiana, 
P.O. Box 681515, Indianapolis, IN  46268.  Please abide by the June 12th deadline and NOT the one on the  
registration form, as Shari will need time to process your registration.  Cancellations may be received in writing no  
later than July 10, 2026 to Andy@kpmi.org.  Your credit card will be charged if you fail to cancel by this date.    
 

Again, a completed registration form includes complete credit card information listed on the registration form along 
with a signed authorization form.  If you attend the general sessions and the workshops (including Saturday morning), 
Kairos of Indiana will pay for your scholarship to attend and you will not be charged anything.  If you register and do 
not attend the sessions and workshops or fail to cancel by the July 10 deadline, your credit card will be charged after 
the annual conference.

It is an  
over-estimation of one’s own abilities, to the 
extent of complacency.  Hubris and arrogance 
are closely related:  Arrogance is primarily 
about an unpleasant, condescending  attitude 
toward others, believing you’re better than 
they are. Hubris is a more profound, excessive 
self-confidence leading to a dangerous  
overestimation of one’s own abilities -  
thinking you are above the rules, fate, or  
failure.
